ORDER APPROVING SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT

On consideration of (a) the motion of Christopher R. Nicolopoulos, Insurance
Commissioner of the State of New Hampshire, as Liquidator (“Liquidator”) of The Home
Insurance Company, for an order approving a Settlement Agreement and Mutual Release

with RSA 402-C:45 and RSA 402-C:44 in the amount of $76,669,330.
